Great job on creating and submitting the request for this. However, I should have let you know
 that, even though 25Live will let you “Confirm” event, it is best if you do not, as those are not
 picked up in my query, therefore I am not aware of them.
 
If you would please just leave them in Draft, even for the Gallery if there are resources
 assigned, I would appreciate it. This is especially important when there are Resources
 attached to the events, as 25Live does not automatically notify the individuals who assign the
 resources to their staff, but I do when I review all of the Drafts that have recently been
 submitted. The exception would be for the Gallery, only if you do not need any “resources”,
 i.e. tables/chairs; A/V equipment; or if you are NOT serving food. Please save these as
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 “tentative”.
 
Also, just an FYI that we do not re-configure the desks and chairs in the classrooms, there we
 will not be able to accommodate your request regarding Floyd 252 “Theatre-style setup
 preferred with folding chairs only.”
 
An alternative would be to move this event to the East building, using the Auditorium (East
 266), one classroom (East 208), and in place of the Floyd Atrium, the East Lobby, which would
 accommodate the requested tables for displaying books and serving food.
